Version 2.0 

Release Notes
Overview
The purpose of Wiki-Data Version 2.0 is to enhance the aesthetics of the web interface and provide a more dynamic search function.  
Since Wiki-Data was launched we have sought feedback from our community about all aspects of the service.  This catalogue of feedback is being used to tailor the interface to our community’s requirements. 
Interface
1. General
Wiki-Data has been subject to a re-design. The core functions on each page remain unchanged. 
· The primary navigation area or page header has been condensed to increase the volume of information that can be displayed onscreen without requiring vertical scroll.  The number of entities that can be viewed on the results table without a vertical scroll has increased. 
· Additional hyperlinks that direct to core functions of the website have been added to the primary navigation area (‘API’ and ‘Login’).

· Navigation that is specific to each page (secondary navigation) is positioned on the left-hand side of the main content. The position is consistent between pages. 
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· An extensive page footer now facilitates easier navigation between content that does not form part of the primary function of the website.

· The attribute name ‘Country of Incorporation’ replaces ‘Registered Country’
· The attribute name ‘Incorporation Number’ replaces ‘Registered Number (Jurisdiction)’

· The name of the ‘Request More Information’ function has been renamed ‘Request Analysis’
2. Search Results

· The ‘Legal Name’ is now displayed as a hyperlink that directs to the ‘Company Record’ page 

· The ‘Hide/Show’ function allows the attributes that are displayed in the ‘Search Results Table’ to be customised by checking/unchecking tick boxes. 

· The ‘Entity Type’ attribute is displayed by default to ensure Branches can be easily distinguished from non-branches. 
3. Company Record

· All the information published for an entity is now displayed on a single screen. 
· The secondary navigation area contains links to ‘Request Analysis’ of entity and ‘Challenge’ published information.
· A map of the entity’s operational location can be accessed via a hyperlink displayed next to the ‘Location information’.  The map launches in a new browser window. 
4. Challenge Information
· The Challenge form for an entity can be accessed via the ‘Search Results Table’ or ‘Company Record’ page.
· The values that are currently held by Avox are displayed within the input boxes.  The user can replace the contents of the input boxes with alternate (new) values. The company record is not overwritten with this information.  Upon submission of the form Avox will review the information and confirm any changes that are subsequently saved to the Avox record.  The confirmation is sent to the originators email address.

5. Register an Entity

· The ‘Register an Entity’ form is accessed via the primary navigation area (page header)
· The attributes that can be supplied to Avox are categorised under four subheadings. These are Location Information, Registered Address information, Hierarchy Information and Entity Information.
· The ‘source’ input allows users to provide URLs to corroborate the entity information being submitted.

Search Function
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1. Search term
· A single text input is displayed for Avox ID (AVID) and Company Name. 
i. A search term that only consists of digits is regarded as an AVID. The search term is searched against all the AVIDs held in the database. The results include any company record that contains a matching AVID (exact match only).

ii. An alpha-numeric or alphabetic search term is regarded as a Company Name. The search term is searched against the ‘Legal Name’, ‘Previous Name’ and ‘Trades As’ field of all records held in the database. The records that are displayed in the ‘Search Results Table’ will depend on the Search type that is selected.

· A search will include branches of legal entities by default. However the checkbox entitled ‘Include Branches’ can be unchecked to exclude branches of legal entities from a search.
2. Search Type
· An alpha-numeric or alphabetic search term is checked against the ‘Legal Name’, ‘Previous Name’ and ‘Trades As’ field of each record held on the database.  This applies to all Search Types.
· There are now 3 search types that affect the results that are returned for a specific search term. The table below describes the behaviour of each search type. 
· The API page includes a technical overview of the additional Search functionality. The subsection is entitled Search API V2.
Definition of Search Types

	Search Type
	Definition
	Example Search Term
	Results

	Match All
	The search will return any record that contains all the words entered by the user. The record can include additional words. The words can appear in any order. Results are displayed in nearest match order. 
	Financial Services Authority 
	Any Record that contains the words 'Financial', 'Services' and 'Authority'. A record with a legal name beginning 'Financial Services Authority' would be displayed first.

	Match Partial 
	The search will return any record that contains one or more of the words entered by the user. The record can include additional words.  Results are displayed in nearest match order. 
	Bolivar Gold Corporation
	Any Record that contains the words 'Bolivar' and/OR 'Gold' and/OR 'Corporation'.

	Exact Match
	The search will return any record that contains all the words entered by the user. The record can include additional words. The words must appear in same order as the search term. Results are displayed in nearest match order. 
	National Westminster Bank
	Any Record that contains the words 'National Westminster Bank' in the same order.


API
The API page includes a technical overview of the additional Search functionality.
Search requests can still be initiated using the original search function.  The parameters required to use the original search remain unchanged.  None of the functionality has been withdrawn.  The enhanced search abilities run using API Version 2.0.  Search requests to API Version 2.0 can choose between the three types of search. 
User Accounts
1. Account Creation 

· Upon receipt of a user’s first Request, Entity Registration or Challenge a new user account will be created for the originator.  An email notification will be sent to the originators email address providing login information. 
· A user can send an email to wiki-data@avox.info requesting an account to be created.
2. Login

· The Login screen is accessed via the primary navigation area (page header)
· A logged in user is not required to complete the CAPTCHA or enter their contact details upon submission of a Request, Entity Registration or Challenge form.  The contact information stored against the user’s account is used by default.
